
KARAOKE MICROPHONE
INSTRUCTION MANUAL
Congratulations on your new karaoke microphone!  
Please read this guide carefully before you begin playing.

BEFORE YOU PLAY
Install Batteries
Always ask an adult to install the batteries for you. This microphone uses 3 size AA (1.5 V) 
batteries (not included). The battery compartment is located on the back of the microphone.
Loosen the screw on the battery compartment door with a Phillips head screwdriver. 
Open the door and refer to the image inside to install the batteries. 
Be sure to install the negative (–) and positive (+) ends of each battery correctly. Incorrect 
installation can damage the microphone or cause an electrical hazard. Close the 
compartment door and tighten the screw.
Note: If the batteries start to wear out, the microphone’s sound may deteriorate. If this 
happens, install a new set of batteries. If you are not going to play for a long time, 
remove the batteries from the microphone. Do not mix old and new batteries. Do not mix 
alkaline standard (carbon-zinc) and rechargeable (nickel-cadmium) batteries.

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MICROPHONE GRILL1.	
Sing or speak directly into the mic to sound  
your best!

LED2.	
This light indicates that the mic is on.

BUBBLES BUTTON3.	
Press BUBBLES button for underwater bubble 
sound effects!

CLAP BUTTON4.	
Press CLAP button to give yourself some  
well-deserved applause!

ON/OFF/VOLUME5.	
Turn the thumbwheel to click the mic on and  
off, and to adjust the volume. 

STOP6.	
Press STOP to stop all sounds.

DEMO7.	
Press DEMO to play the first demo song. 

PREVIOUS8.	
Press PREVIOUS to go back to the previous  
demo song.

DEMO ALL9.	
Press the DEMO ALL button to play a demo 
song. Pressing the button again will stop the 
song. Press it again and the next song will begin.
Your mic can play six demo songs:

When the Saints Go Marching In•

Take Me Out to the Ballgame•
